Disconnect fixture from power source before replacing bulbs. Make sure bulbs are given sufficient time to cool before removal.

/\ Care of Tiffany Style Shade

Anew tiffany lamp shade has an oil film applied to the shade that protects the tiffany shade from scratches during shipment. If the oil applied is
too heavy you can remove the excess oil film with a paper towel. Gently wipe away the excess oil.

For general cleaning of tiffany shades use a gentle lemon oil-based furniture polish applied to a soft cloth and wipe gently.

If a white powder appears on the soldered joints of the tiffany shade this is a normal oxidation process. Use a small amount of lemon oil or
mineral oil applied directly to oxidized areas and the soldered area will return to like new.

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STEP 4 - Making the Wire Connections

A. Wrap bare or green ground wire around green ground screw on the

crossbar, no less than 2 inches from the end of the wire. Tighten the

green ground screw.
B. Use standard wire connectors (not included) to make all wire

connections. Twist connectors until wires are tightly joined together.

Wrap each connection with approved electrical tape and carefully
stuff all the connected wires into outlet box.

Note: If the electrical wire is going to be cut shorter than provided
you will need to identify the "L" line wire and the "N" neutral wire

before you cut the excess wire off. One is labeled N and the other
labeled L. To do this separate the "L" line wire and the "N" neutral

wire as far as you need to. Re-label the wire near where you want to

make the cut. Be sure to mark the wire on the side of the fixture and
not on the excess wire being cut and removed.

STEP 5- Install the Shade and Bulbs

Note: We recommend 2 people for this step.

A. Thread the hex nut end of Nipple (I) into the hex coupling underside
of the socket cluster. By using pliers, thread the hex nut against the
hex coupling and hand tighten until snug.

B. Adjust the knurled nut on the bottom end of the Nipple () to proper
location for the Shade (H) and the Finial (J).

C. Pass the Shade (H) over the end of the Nipple (I). With one person
holding the Shade (H), another person attach the hook on one end
of the Side Chain (F) to the loop on the side of the Fixture Body (G).
Attach the hook on another end of the Side Chain (F) to the
