Secure it
with Outlet Box Screws (not included).
Tighten until snug.

Thread the Socket Assembly (D),
the chosen Rods (B/C) and the Ceiling Canopy (A) together. Hand
tighten until snug.

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STEP 6 Install Shade-

A. Place the Upper Collar (E), the Shade (F)
and the Steel Collar (G) onto the Socket
Assembly (D) in turn and secure with the
Socket Collar (H). Hand tighten until snug.

STEP 7 Install Bulb-

A. This fixture uses standard bulb with
medium base. Maximum 100 watts.

B. Insert bulb and screw snugly into place.

Your fixture is now assembled and ready
to use. Enjoy!

STEP 4 - Wire Connections

A. Use standard wire connectors (not included) to make all wire
connections. (Connectors are not included with fixture.) Strip and
prepare wire ends according to instructions supplied with
connectors.

B. Connect White Supply Wire from the Outlet Box to Ribbed side Wire
from fixture.

C. Connect Black (or Red) Supply Wire from the Outlet Box to Smooth
side Wire from fixture.

D. Connect Ground Wire from the Outlet Box to Ground Wire from
fixture.

E. Twist connectors until wires are tightly joined together.
F. Wrap each connection with approved electrical tape and carefully

stuff all the connected wires into the Outlet Box.

STEP 5 Install Fixture Body-

A. Carefully tuck all wires into the outlet
box and position the Ceiling Canopy
(A) over the outlet box. Align the
holes in the Ceiling Canopy (A) with
the mounting screws, then attach the
Ceiling Canopy (A) using the
previously removed mounting balls.
Hand tighten until snug.
